The St. Gianna Respect Life Guild and the  
St. Joseph Office of Religious Education  

will Host a Presentation and Reception with 

Wayne Cockfield

Mr. Cockfield is an at-large director on the board of the National Right to 
Life Committee.  He served as a non-governmental organization represen-
tative to the United Nations to keep pro-life language in the International 
Treaty on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.  The U.N. General As-
sembly ratified the treaty in 2006. Mr. Cockfield has lobbied at the state 
and federal levels for passage of anti-euthanasia legislation, including the 
Assisted Suicide Funding Restriction Act of 1997, which prohibits using 
federal tax dollars for assisted suicide. 

Born in South Carolina, Mr. Cockfield served with the Marine Corps in 
Vietnam until gravely wounded in action in November 1969.  He received 
the Bronze Star with V for heroism and is medically retired with the rank of 
sergeant.

Mr. Cockfield will discuss such topics as the definition of euthanasia, the 
connection between abortion and euthanasia, the various forms of eutha-
nasia, therapeutic killing, assisted suicide and South Carolinas Living Will 
and much more.
