They put him to death
by hanging him on atree. This man God raised on the third
day and granted that he be visible, not to all the people, but to
us, the witnesses chosen by God in advance, who ate and
drank with him after he rose from the dead. He commissioned
us to preach to the people and testify that he is the one
appointed by God as judge of the living and the dead. To him
al the prophets bear witness, that everyone who believes in
him will receive forgiveness of sins through his name."

The law entered in so that
transgression might increase but, where sin increased, grace
overflowed al the more, so that, as sin reigned in death, grace
also might reign through justification for eternal life through
Jesus Christ our Lord.
