We are delighted to highlight the latest addition to our parish’s art collection - a beautiful piece
inspired by Saint Carlo Acutis created by Angel Allen, a longtime member of our St. Joseph parish.

Angel’s work is featured throughout our campus, including the Stations of the Cross in the Rose
Columbarium Garden and the Holy Family Mosaic Sculpture near the church. Her works reflect her
artistic vision and commitment to community, life’s beauty, and sacred mystery through color, glass,

and mosaic design.
 Saint Carlo Acutis, canonized in 2025, is known as the first millennial saint and a powerful example

for young Catholics today. Carlo used his gifts in technology to document and share Eucharistic
miracles from around the world, and he lived out his faith with joy, humility, and devotion until his

death at age 15. His life reminds us that holiness can be lived in everyday life through prayer,
generosity, and using our talents to glorify God.

Due to the weather this past weekend, the dedication of this piece will now take place on 
Sunday, March 15, at 5:00 PM, outside of the Blossom House, where the piece is displayed.

This is a Youth Ministry event, and all parishioners are welcome to join them in this blessing and
celebration. We hope this artwork and the life of Saint Carlo Acutis will be an inspiration to our youth

and to all who encounter it.
