Snack Pack Program
 
     Nell Killoy of the Palmetto Project was the speaker at our November meeting.  Her presentation focused on the Project’s “Snack Pack Program” which is designed to feed hungry children.  

Many of South Carolina’s children live below the poverty level. Thankfully there are programs to provide such school-aged children with meals during the school week. However, these programs do not feed the students over weekends. The “Snack Pack Program” is designed to insure that students, who might otherwise go hungry until schools open on Monday, have nourishment during the weekend.  Each Friday during the school year, these children are given packs of food to carry them through the weekend.   

 

    Ms Killoy explained several options for our Women’s Society to support this program.  One was to make donations to the Palmetto Project for  the purchase of food for the packs.  Another option would be to volunteer each week to package food that is provided by the Project and deliver the packs to a specific school. Our involvement in this second option would allow the Project to give food packs to a school that might not be served by the program.   

We were able to tour a facility already taking part in this project to see how the program is run. The immediate need for this ministry struck home when our guide made the comment that this year there were no children living in cars.  We feel that it would be a joyful use of our gifts from God by taking on this responsibility as one of our Community Outreach Ministries. It always seems that when we engage in such charitable activities we get back more than we give. 

 

A committee is exploring how SJWS might begin  supporting this effort by starting small, and growing as the Holy Spirit guides us.  Please pray for this ministry, the volunteers who give their time, and for the children who depend on this program for food over the weekends.  .
